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The leader of the Seder explains the symbols:

Shankbone - A type of the Passover lamb which was eaten in every household in Israel in the days of the Temple.

Egg - Hard, roasted. A type of the Hagigah sacrifice, and also a reminder of the destruction of the Temple. Some see in it also a parable of the hard heart of Pharaoh.
Parsley - In salt water. A reminder of the tears of our fathers in Egypt, and of the salty waters of the Red Sea. Also typifying the bunch of hyssop which was dipped in the blood of the Passover lamb.

Bitter Herbs - Reminding us of the bitter life our fathers endured in slavery in Egypt.

Charoset - Typifying the mortar our fathers used to build storage cities for Pharaoh in Egypt.

Three Matzahs – (one on the other) In which the threefold personality of God is symbolized, especially by the Afikoman, symbolizing Yeshua, who was hidden until the time God the Father revealed Him to us and sent Him to redeem us by the breaking if His body on the cross; and whoever finds Him receives the greatest gift of all - eternal life.

Four cups – symbolizing the four-fold salvation of Israel from slavery by God, as it is written:
“Wherefore say unto the children of Israel, I am the Lord, and
I will bring you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians, and
I will rid you out of their bondage, and
I will redeem you with a stretched out arm, and with great judgments: 
I will take you to Me for a people, and I will be to you a God: and you shall know that I am the Lord your God, which brings you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians.”
